A student completing an Additional Licensure Plan (ALP) from the University of Arkansas must meet the following
conditions.

e ALP students can transfer six credit hours found on the transfer equivalency guide.

e ALP’s that require less than 12 credit hours will be excluded from this policy.

e If an ALP student requests transfer of more than six credits, program faculty approval is required.

e Transfer courses will be accepted for undergraduate courses with a grade of C or above and graduate courses with

a grade of B or above.
e No grade below a C will be accepted for undergraduate ALP courses taken at the University of Arkansas.
¢ No grade below a B will be accepted for graduate ALP courses taken at the University of Arkansas.
