e Transfer courses will be accepted for undergraduate courses with a grade of C or above and graduate courses with a grade of
B or above.
No grade below a C will be accepted for undergraduate ALP courses taken at the University of Arkansas.
e No grade below a B will be accepted for graduate ALP courses taken at the University of Arkansas.
