Login to Chalk and Wire. www.chalkandwire.com/uark
Enter ePortfolio2

Prior to creating the student advisor group, you will need to ask your students for their chalk and
wire user ID. You need to know this exactly (although it is not case sensitive). If you do not know
your student's user IDs, you can try to select them from a list of students, but you will have to look
for them among ALL student users (there are hundreds in our system), so | don't recommend this
option.

For this demo, we will use two fake students.
Kim Kathan - USER ID: kstudent3
Jane Student - USER ID: jstudent

Once you are in your account, be sure that you are viewing the "My Assessments" tab.

Click on "add new student group"



You will see this screen:

Enter a name for the student group. For
4 /%5 demo, name it "sample".
Be sure the check for "advisor group" is
checked if you need to see all their work.
If you are just going to use this for
entering grades in your class, you do not
need to check the box. If you do check
the box, remember that you are obligated
to keep student data confidential.

In the large box, enter student user IDs,
one per line. For this demo, enter
Kstudent3

Jstudent

Notice there is an option for selecting students using checkboxes. This will show you a list of ALL
the students using chalk and wire at UofA. You can check the names of the ones you want.
Because there are 100s, | don't think this is very efficient, so | recommend you obtain user IDs
ahead of time.

When you are finished entering the user IDs, click "ok". It will tell you that your student group has
been updated, OR it will give you an error message if it could not find the student. If you made a
typo, it will give you a chance to correct it. If your typo was due to illegible student writing, you
can always add this student later by choosing to edit this group. (If necessary, when you edit the
group, you can try to find the student on the long checklist of students - if you're only searching
for one, it wouldn't be too bad.)

Once your group is successfully entered, click "exit" to return to the "my assessments" tab.
Now, your "my assessments" tab should show sample as a student group.

Click on "show students".
