Admission to the BSN program is limited to one criterion, cumulative GPA.  Students transfer courses from a variety of higher education institutions across the state and nation.  Because of institutional variability, cumulative GPA is not a reliable predictor of nursing students' academic or licensure examination success.  The Nurse Entrance Test (NET) is a diagnostic instrument published by Educational Resources Inc. to evaluate seven academic and learning profiles of beginning nursing students.  The NET test analysis data supports its being a valid and reliable instrument for predicting students' course performance and grades.

	ADMISSION TO THE B.S.N. PROGRAM

Admission Policies

Admission to the B.S.N. program is limited. Final approval for admission will be determined by the Eleanor Mann School of Nursing faculty. Requirements for admission into the professional program of study are as follows:

1. Overall minimum grade-point average (GPA) of 2.75. Transfer GPA will be factored in if it is to the student’s benefit. If the UA GPA is based on at least 12 hours of study and is greater than the transfer GPA, the UA GPA will be used. The transfer GPA will be factored in if the student has less than 12 hours at the University of Arkansas.

2.  A nursing entrance test will be required, effective fall 2011 catalog year.

3. Students will be ranked according to GPA and a nursing entrance test score for admission to the program.

4. Applications for admission must be submitted by December 1 to be considered for fall semester admission and by June 15 for spring semester admission. Late applications will be considered on a space-available basis.

5. All pre-requisite requirements must be completed prior to beginning the nursing professional program of studies.  Students applying for a spring semester admission must have all pre-requisites completed by the end of the preceding fall semester; students applying for a fall semester admission must have all pre-requisite courses completed by the end of the preceding summer semester.  Additionally, the student must maintain the required 2.75 minimum GPA.

6. Students transferring from another nursing program must be eligible to return to that program to be considered for admission.

7. Students must meet the performance standards for the professional program of study.

8. CPR certification (American Heart Association program) is required.

9. The completed Hepatitis B vaccine series and Diphtheria-Tetanus (DT) must be verified.

10. Negative Tuberculin skin test or X-ray is required.

11. Diphtheria-Tetanus (DT) required

12. Health and liability insurance is required (check with the School of Nursing).

13. A criminal background check with fingerprinting is required and reported to the Arkansas State Board of Nursing.

14. Some clinical agencies require students to complete a negative drug screening and criminal background check before students can be placed in the agency. To complete appropriate clinical experiences, students will have to comply with these requirements.
