The first is to eliminate the BIOL 1542/1541L Principles of Biology requirement and replace it with a 3 hour elective. Students taking BIOL 2443/2241L Human Anatomy and BIOL 2213/2211L and Human Physiology on this campus will still need to take the BIOL 1542/1541L pre-requisite for these courses. However, students transferring into the UofA with Anatomy and Physiology will not be required to go back and take the Principles of Biology course. The second change is to change the requirement for CHEM 1074/1071L to a requirement of any 3 hour chemistry course with a lab for a total of 4 hours. Again, this will allow transfer students to transfer in 4 hours of chemistry. Students taking Physiology and Microbiology on this campus will still choose the appropriate chemistry pre-requisite for that course.
